Laura Fritzis austere lab-like installations are machines of mystery, prompting viewers to explore their own methods of

comprehension, perception and rationalization as a response to the unknown.

Widely hailed by critics as an one of the most original and truly minimalist video installation artists in the region, 6Evidenté

is Fritzis prst full scale solo show in Portland since 2003, debuting a new direction.

Always spare and understated, Fritz creates objects that behave more like voids and voids that act as objects. Her spatially
tuned designs have their roots in artistic precursors like Judd, Hesse and Nauman but they also have a theatrical tension

which often brings Hitchcock, Lynch and Beckett to mind. Ités a marriage of stagecraft and architecture as psychology.

JThere is a basic animal need to ascertain and depne what is going on within a space. My work exploits this by setting up
scenarios for experiences without trying to control the end experience.

My work tests the limits of human perception and cognition, catalyzing curiosity for mixed feelings of doubt and unease.
| am interested in the cool tension that results from the efforts of the mind to create connections between disparate
elements before they are understood. Scientists sometimes refer to these cognitive phenomena as apophenia.6 -
